_____ I understand that all dogs need to be a healthy weight and fed a well balance diet that includes high quality ingredients  (low or no corn, wheat & soy) and be provided with toys/treats to prevent dental disease.

This includes, and not limited to, daily walks, play groups, and positive reinforcement (reward-based) training.
